RE: MURDER AT TENGBEH TOWN
Reminiscent of the intra-war period, citizens (some in frightful mood) were seen crowding around a stark naked corpse (man) at Old Railway Line, Tengbeh Town at the early hours of this morning. Preliminary findings from a Campaign for Good Governance staff reveal that residents in the environs heard sporadic gunshots at around 3:45am; and by 6:30am saw the corpse at the main road on the 15th May 2005. Another version claimed that the victim (dead man) was a thief who came well-armed with his colleagues to loot but ran out of luck when he met the youths in the area that gave him a lethal beating and threw his corpse into the street. 
The veracity of the statements by the witnesses is not the issue here – as the Police have done (or is doing) an investigation into the matter. For a man (no matter what he was before his death) to be murdered so cruelly reveals a lot of things. It clearly shows that people have now resorted to taking the law into their own hands, by even murdering a man to ensure safety ‘justice’. Though we acknowledge the fact that the Police cannot be ubiquitous to prevent criminal activities, this unfortunate incident however portrays the seemingly lack of trust citizens have in them (Police) to maintain internal security. 
The Campaign for Good Governance hereby humbly implores the authorities concerned (particularly the Police) to be more vigilant or pro-active in the maintenance of internal security so that such unwarranted episode could not re-occur.
